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Do you know why we use the 
phrase “dog days of 
summer?”    It is commonly 
used to refer to days so hot 
that even dogs lay around 
panting (and sailors are 
becalmed!).   But, it actually 
is an ancient term used by 
the Greeks and Romans to 
refer to the dog star, Sirius, 
and when it appeared in the 
heavens.   
 
As the dog days are upon 
us, we can continue to sail 
but remember to wear a 
protective hat, use 
sunscreen, and stay 
hydrated!   Sit under the 
bimini or dodger and be sure 
to advise the skipper if you 
are feeling excessively hot.  
Encourage each other to 
drink water, and watch for 
any signs of overheating, 
which could include profuse 
sweating (or little sweating), 
nausea, headache, fatigue, 
among other 
symptoms.
