Commodore:  Discussed dates and locations of future 
Board meetings and discussed the upcoming 
Board/Committee Retreat. 
             
Vice Commodore: Discussed nominations for Awards. 
 
Treasurer:   The revenue stream has slowed as we 
approach the end of the year. Membership   renewals 
are categorized as unearned revenue until January 
2020. Fixed expenses have reduced net income, but 
we are still $5500 ahead of 2018. Coordinators should 
follow up on "no-show" participants who pay by check 
and do not mail the payment. 
 
Bareboat:  Refund checks for Sweden trip have been 
issued. The Bahamas trip final payments are being 
made and sailing itinerary being finalized. We need one 
more skipper for the France Barge Trip. 
 
Brunches:  January Brunch speaker will be John 
Potvin from the Thomas Point Lighthouse Society.  
February 16th there will be several regional Brunches in 
multiple locations.  The March 15th Brunch speaker will 
be Kristen Berry from Gale Force Sailing. 
 
Cruising: November 9th Cruising Appreciation Dinner 
was well attended.

How did the tradition of Sock Burning 
begin?  After a particularly snowy winter 
in 1978, Annapolitan Bob Tuner was 
anxious to shed his socks with the arrival 
of spring. He invited his colleagues to 
celebrate the end of winter by burning 
their socks after work, a symbolic 
goodbye to winter as the group of boat 
builders, sailors, and watermen intended 
to forgo wearing socks until the cold 
weather returned; and so a tradition was 
born.
