Dues

The bylaw changes proposed for club dues were a discussion item at the recent
Town Hall General Membership meeting. By way of introduction, the long history
of concern about a zero dues policy for Life members was reviewed. Recent Board
of Director actions were also reviewed including a recent vote to set $40 as dues
for Life Members and $60 for regular members as a target for 2021. The Board
sets club dues and this target level will be voted on later in the fall after considering
the club’s fiscal situation for the year. Club members will receive ballots for an
electronic vote on the dues restructuring issue during the first week of September.

Questions were asked about compliance with the IRS if there was a two dues level
structure; the answer was yes. We think a two-level dues structure is safe and
compliant with IRS policy. Other much larger sailing groups and yacht clubs have
a two-level dues structure.

Questions were asked about various scenarios for structuring club dues and also
about the feelings of Life Members concerning the proposed change. These
discussions are available on the SOS website. The entire business meeting was
recorded and is available at your convenience on the SOS site.
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Unofficial notes August 6, 2020 Board Meeting
Official August minutes will be posted on the SOS web site when
approved in September by the Board of Directors.

The Board discussed the
arrangements for the Town Hall
meeting, in particular how to hold the
event in the safest manner with
COVID. There will be plenty of
sanitizers, chairs will be wiped down
and tablecloths will be paper. The
food will be served in the best way to
prevent spread of Covid. Masks will
be required. Social distancing and
attendance limits will be observed so
that those who feel comfortable can
attend. The event has already
reached a 50-person limit so unless
there is change in that limit, that will
be the total number to attend. There
will be a report of the Nominating
Committee and discussion of the
dues bylaw revision as well reports
of the Treasurer, Database, Cruising,
Education the Policies
Subcommittee, and various other
committees.

Carole Jordan who has done a great
job has resigned as Brunch chair
and we are looking for topics and a
new Brunch Chair. If interested
please contact Suzanne Vaughn.

We have 15 new members and that
is the only new revenue we have
because of Covid. Membership is
posting fliers at Marina’s and sailing
schools.

Sharing positive outcomes during this incredible pandemic:

Ursula Skagen updates Dane Skagen’s Pacific Sailing
Adventure: They got clearance to enter Australia as a
through-transit: ~ visitor and departed Fiji  mid-
July. However, Mother Nature, espied them lolling
along under clear skies with gentle trade winds on the
aft quarter. She just couldn't have that! So, she gave
them one more obstacle by conjuring up a big storm off
Australia. The US Ambassador in Fiji (who had helped
them get permission to enter Fiji) helped them again
with a couple of high-level phone calls which allowed
them to seek safe harbor in New Caledonia, whose
borders are officially closed to pleasure craft. So, after
sailing west a few hundred miles, they had to turn back
and sail back a couple hundred miles EAST to make
port in Nomea, New Caledonia where they are anchored
and wunder quarantine but in a well-protected
harbor. The plan is to sail the last 1200 miles or so to
Australia once the weather lets up.

Dean Collins just had a great vacation in Seaside, FL
with his three kids and six grandkids. He took them all
sailing in Pensacola Bay for a day. It was nice to leave
DC and see the country that is still social distancing but
is alive!

Brian Hanks and Judy Crews decided to get married
and combine households, Judy was faced with moving
19 carousel trays of family and travel slides. She
painfully reduced them down to nine.

Now, 16 years later with this confinement those trays,
occupying two shelves, were bugging her. So she went
through another very painful reviewing, sorting and
throwing away and cut nearly 1,000 slides to just under
500!

Since then, Brian’s dear son-in law has scanned all of
them into Judy’s computer. Now she has about 200 into
albums, and hope finish sorting the rest soon!

A note from Ed Menegaux for those who are feeling
confined and constrained by the current situation.

| was 25, with a BS in Chemistry employed at Albany
Medical College as a biochemist. One morning | got to
the lab and was told | needed to go to the TB facility
across the parking lot. The Medical Center had an
epidemic of people with TB, a dangerous lung disease,
and the whole College and Hospital staff was tested. |
walked over and while waiting to see the Director of the
Facility, it was announced on TV that President

Kennedy was shot. Then the Director saw me and told
me | had TB and would be admitted to the Sanitarium. |
was so shocked | asked no questions. | found out later
that | could have been there the rest of my life.

They took all of my clothes and put me in a hospital
gown and a private room, telling me to lie down. | found
out | was to do no activity for a week when they found
me doing my skiing exercises one morning. After that
week | was put in a room with a fellow studying to be a
doctor. The Sanitarium had 100 patients but only six of
us were from the Medical School.

Most of the rest were homeless people with TB. Two of
the patients had been there for over 20 years because
they had a resistant form of TB, that could infect others.
Initially I had no idea how long | would be there, but later
found out the minimum time was three months because
of the testing needed to make sure | could not infect
others. | had no visitors for those three months and
minimum contact with people from the lab.

Our time and actions were totally controlled by the
people running the Facility. We got up at 7 AM and got
our breakfast to take to our room to eat. After eating we
took the dishes back and had to be in bed for an hour,
we could sit up. Lunch was he same but we had to lie
down for the hour in bed. Dinner was the same as
breakfast. We were supposed to go to bed and sleep at
8 PM, but on Mondays were allowed to stay up to watch
the Football Game on TV. There were only a few TVs in
the building.

Once a week the Director would come around and tell
you how you were doing and when the contagion test
came back negative the second time | asked when |
would be let out, he wanted to keep me for another
month and from the reading on TB | had done |
questioned that. His response was “OK we will release
you tomorrow”. That was three months.

Gabi Van Wie started remodeling her bathroom April

The following article by John Halstead is reprinted from the July, 2002 Whisker Pole

We Built it and YOU C
64 boats, 64 skippers, and 163

Over 40% of the boats in SOS and over 25% of the
membership rafted in the Wye River on June 8, 2002. A
day and night that will be long remembered in the annals
of SOS history.

At a time when the club is undergoing many changes,
and a new generation is pushing SOS to evolve in new
directions, we pulled some ancient SOS history out of the
archives and dusted off the four-corner construction
method for a circle raft. Though the club had evolved
away from this old technique, it just seemed the right way
to go with this many boats. The raft captains five (Bill
Small, Dee Doyle, Suzanne Farr, Charlie Letourneau,
and John Halstead) held three separate meetings
beginning way back in March to begin planning what we
hoped would be the club’s greatest raft construction
effort.

Several of us arrived in the Wye River Friday evening so
as to be unhurried with preparations and to assure that
we were able to claim our space just above Drum Point.
In fact, we needed to send chief negotiator Mike
Remillard to negotiate peace with a local waterman so
we could build where he had carefully laid out his trot
lines.

Shortly after 11 AM we began positioning the primary
anchor boats at the four corners of an imaginary circle
carefully calculated by Bill Small to hold precisely 63
boats. A 200-foot anchor line metered the distance
between the 12 o’clock boat and the 6 o’clock boat while
four 150’ lines went from 12 o’clock to 3 o’clock, to 6

o’clock, to 9 o’clock, and then back to the 12 o’clock boat.
The overall plan was repeatedly challenged as the wind
shifted continuously during the morning, afternoon, and
evening. By Sunday morning, each of the four primary
anchor boats had been head into the wind at some point.

Though we publicized that the raft would open at 2:00
PM, boats began arriving shorted after 1:00 PM with
those skippers and crew anxious to be there to watch
what surely would be a spectacle. We opened the raft
ahead of schedule and began building. Each of the four
primary anchor boats had a Sector Raft Captain with a
colored flag to designate their location: Red, Yellow,
Green, and Blue. Arriving boats called Whisker Pole on
Channel 72 and were directed to one of the colored
sectors with its own Raft Captain and an alternate VHF
channel for positioning in the raft. The raft building went
smoothly as anchor boats and non-anchor boats were
sorted out and directed to sectors that needed or could
accommodate them most quickly, while strengthening
the are of the raft that happened to be windward at the
moment. By 5:45 PM all boats were in, including an
unexpected 64th boat, and the raft was closed.

A small lake, approximately 0.7 acre in area,
encompassed by the raft became a playground for dingy
rides and a very large swimming hole. Walking around
the entire raft was a three-hour journey. As planned, both
a helicopter and a plane flew to photograph the occasion.
As the sun went down, the water glistened, and the
enthusiasm of the day subsided into quiet conversation,
laughter, and relief. The raft slept quietly.
