The Board of SOS met on Zoom on October 
1, 2020 and took the following actions 
 
1. Planned to set up meetings for the 

new/old board 
2. Reviewed the initial preliminary budge 
3. Agreed not to have awards this year 

because the pandemic had prevented 
sailing and in person events. 

4. Agreed to have the Photo Contest and 
Retrospective administered by Bob 
Wright and John Parsons. 

5. Agreed to have in person brunches, as 
long as allowed by law, with one 
scheduled for November.  There is a limit 
of 60 attendees and one attendee spot 
must be reserved for the Speaker. 
Members are encouraged to sign up 
early as there will be no walkins. Susan 
Zevin and Deb Lyle are the new Brunch 
chairs. If you are willing to coordinate the 
brunch or have a speaker please contact 
one of them. 

Upon Motion passed unanimously, the Board 

agreed that because our brunches are a good 

way for potential members to meet the club, 

three of the 60 reservations will be available 

for potential new members and one for the 

speaker.  Therefore, if more than 56 members 

preregister for the brunch by the Sunday 

before the brunch, for example Nov. 8, 2020 

for the November brunch, there will be a 

waiting list.  Then, if those 3 spots are not 

taken by potential new members those seats 

will be offered to the members on the waiting 

list. There will be no walk-ins and all 

reservations must be made by midnight the 

Tuesday before the brunch, for example 

Tuesday, Nov. 10, 2020 for the November 

Brunch. 
 

6. The club’s corporate documents and 
policies will be stored electronically on 
the website and in the high-end locker on 
a thumb drive. 

7. The French Canal trip postponed until 
fall, 2021 will be readvertised shortly. 

8.  A regular Cruising Schedule will be 
proposed with the right to change or 
cancel depending upon local regulations 
due to the pandemic.  

9. A Sassy type of event rather than Spring 
Training may occur next Spring but SOS 
will wait to see the in-person allowances 
before scheduling one in March or April,

10. New members who join in November, 
2020 will receive the rest of 2020 and all 
of 2021 for their dues. 

11. The Bylaws Amendment to changes 
dues for Lifetime members passed 4 to 1 
and the inactive member category also 
passed. 

12. We have 484 members and 43 new 
members which is less than the last 2 
years. 

13. Janet Gonski is now the administrator for 
the SOS meet up site and SOS is 
sponsoring a song in a local musician’s 
songbook. 

14.  The following revised policy regarding 
PFDs was passed unanimously 

“"SOS encourages the use of PFDs for the 
safety of members and their guests. 
Participants in SOS on-the-water activities are 
asked to certify whether they are able to swim. 
All participants are encouraged to wear a PFD 
on the deck of a vessel which is underway, 
especially non- swimmers”.  

15. The Board passed following motion from 
the Ad hoc Committee on Powerboats 
unanimously 

“1. Modify SOS Policy dated 06/03/91 to 
read: approved Power boats may not join 
an SOS circular raft, but may join a linear 
raft. 
 
2. Add two questions (yes/no, check-off 
blocks) to the SOS Cruise Registration 
Form, under Misc.: 
a. I will sail on a power boat if no other 
vessel is available Yes___ No___ 
b. I prefer to sail on a power boat if one is 
available Yes___ No___” 
 

16. After a discussion of finances, the Board 
recognizing the pandemic interference 
with club activities agreed to charge 
regular members $60, $40 for lifetime 
members and $15 for inactive members. 
Fees for the Whisker Pole will be $40 for 
printed copies. Finances will be 
reevaluated next year after we see the 
effect of the continuation of the pandemic 
and the impact of the new dues structure.

Never did stormy seas or pirates get the best of him.  He was admired by his crew and fellow captains.  However, there was 
one thing different about this captain. Every morning he went through a strange ritual.  He would lock himself in his captain's 
quarters and open a small safe.  In the safe was an envelope with a piece of paper inside.  He would stare at the paper for a 
minute, and then lock it back up. After, he would go about his daily duties. 
 
For years this went on, and his crew became very curious.  Was it a treasure map?  Was it a letter from a 
long-lost love?  Everyone speculated about the contents of the strange envelope. 
 
One day the captain died at sea.  After laying the captain's body to rest, the first mate led the entire crew 
into the captains’ quarters.  He opened the safe, got the envelope, opened it and... The first mate turned 
pale and showed the paper to the others.  Four words were on the paper, two on two lines: 
 
Port Left 
Starboard Right 
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Have you taken stellar shots of this year’s SOS 
activities? If so, keep on shooting! If not, start taking 
photos to be submitted to the 2020 Photo Contest.  
 
1. Entries must be taken at events with other SOS 
members in 2020 by the member of SOS submitting 
the photo. Note: If you are in the photo, you cannot have 
been the photographer and your submission will not be 
accepted (unless on a tripod with a timer, which is 
acceptable).  A photo does not necessarily have that 
event as a theme (a picture of Annie Anchorage at a raft-
up or the sunset seen from a raft-up is acceptable, even 
though there is nothing in the picture to prove that it was 
taken at a raft-up or cruise.) We are on the “Honor 
System”. An SOS event can be cruising, day-sail, a 
brunch, seminar, destination cruise, shore party, etc.  
Happy Hours are not included.  
 
2. Each photo must identify at which SOS event it was 
taken and the name of the photographer.  
 
3. This is an amateur photographer contest. Professional 
photographers - i.e. anyone who earns more than 50 
percent of his or her annual income from photography – 
are excluded from the contest.  
 
4. Each member may submit up to a total of eight (8) 
photos.  
 
5. Photos may NOT be edited to achieve color balance 
that reflects the scene as you observed it. Cropping is also 
acceptable. Heavily manipulated photos are not eligible. 
We ask the photographer to ‘Suggest’ a category, but the 
Judge has the discretion to change the category. 
 
Categories: People, Bay scenes (including sunsets), 
Sailboats (sailboats under sail, raft-ups), and Destination 
Cruises. The Destination Cruises category includes 
photos taken during the actual SOS destination cruises 

 
 
 
 
 
and photos taken on 
days when traveling prior 
to or after a destination 
cruise, provided the 
photos are from the same 
area.  (A destination 
cruise of the 
Mediterranean may not 
include photos from a 
layover in Amsterdam.)  
 
Other Useful 
information: Submit 
your photos in digital format. Send photos attached to 
emails, Drop Box or contact Bob Wright for instructions to 
upload the Photo Editor’s Google drive.  Submit photos in 
high resolution. The photos will be enlarged to 5” x 7” (and 
larger to project to a screen), so if the photo is fuzzy, it 
reduces your chance of winning. Photos not submitted in 
the 5” x 7” format will be cropped to that format. Smart 
phone photos may be submitted. Please select high 
resolution for photos in your smart phone setup.  
�
Judging:  The Photo Contest Manager and Judge may 
put your photos in the best applicable category.  There will 
be First, Second and Third Place Awards for each of the 
four categories and also a Grand Prize Award. The photos 
will be judged by a greater Annapolis area professional 
photographer from outside the club. The judging will be 
blind, so the Judge will not know which photographer took 
which photograph.  The Judge may add a fourth, fifth or 
sixth place award in any category, if deemed necessary 
due to the quantity and quality of entries in a category (not 
to exceed a total of 16 awards including the Grand Prize 
Photograph).

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Over and over the statement is made, “We need to recruit 
new members!” whether it is in Board meetings, Town 
Hall/General Membership, or conversations with other 
SOS members. When we think of the means by which we 
might do this, we struggle. The majority of our events, with 
our important focus on safety, remain for members only: 
Fireside Chats in members’ homes, day or weekend sails 
on a member’s personal property/sailboat; while a 
member may invite a guest, it is not the time for an 
unknown entity. Even bareboat sails – you want to surely 
be “stuck” on a boat for a week or more with people you 
know their skills. So, where do we have “open” events?  
 
Our Spring Training/SASSY is open to anyone and 
advertised widely for that; our brunches have also been 
possible to open (though not now when COVID limits 
numbers), and finally our unofficial Happy Hours are a 
great venue to offer a no-commitment opportunity to learn 
more about the club. 
 
And then along comes Meet Up; yes, SOS has had a 
Singles on Sailboats Meet Up group for several years. 
One of our long-time members saw the possibilities before 
it became so well known, and we are now learning it may 
be an outlet (and an answer) to these questions. Several 
of our Happy Hours are advertised through Meet Up and 
we get new potential (and sometimes new members) 
through that option. But here is something that taught me 
a lesson: one Annapolis Happy Hour I’d heard of had six 
Meet Up people attending and when I saw/spoke to the 
first one, his surprise at the number of people in the 
Greene Turtle room was eye-opening, “Wow! I didn’t 
expect so many people. I only saw like six people coming 
to this Meet Up!”  Why is that? Because those of us who 
are already SOS members tend NOT to respond through 
Meet Up that we plan to attend. 
 
So, I ask that we each try to join the Singles on Sailboats 
Meet Up and show ourselves as attending. That way a 
non-member will say, “Wow! I want to go and meet all 
these interesting people!” instead of thinking it is a dreary 
Meet Up group with few attending the HH events.
