I's member renewal season
and several people have
asked: " why am | paying the
same dues when | couldn't go
sailing last year?" Not a bad
guestion.

The answer is that member
dues do not pay for the SOS
sailing program! Both sailing
and social events are self-
sufficient; costs are covered by
participants. In the case of
sailing, boats are provided by
participating skippers (who pay
a lot to maintain their boats)
who also did not sail much last
summer! The club does not
save money by cancelling
sailing and social events, if
anything, we lose money.

So, just what do your club
dues pay for? In general, they
pay for the fixed maintenance
expenses of the club. Much
like a restaurant, which needs
to pay for rent and insurance
even if they have to limit or
suspend dining, SOS needs to
pay for insurance, web site
maintenance, storage locker
rental, postage, etc. regardless
of whether there is either
sailing or social activities.

In 2020, SOS followed both
Center for Disease Control and
local health guidelines as well
as common sense. We limited
social events to a few outdoor

many of our skippers went out
for day sails and there was a
list of willing crew posted on the
web site.

We have great hopes for 2021!

Assuming that the COVID
vaccine gets rolled out on
schedule, we are foreseeing a
“normal” cruising schedule and
social activities not later than
mid -summer.
