When SOS 
was first 

started some 
43 years ago, the club was a small 
and simple organization. With 10 
boats and some 30 crew it wasn't too 
hard to put a week end cruise 
together.  But, as the years passed 
and the membership swelled, more 
committees were formed and more 
policies were written. So, now in 
2021, we have a complex but highly 
functional organization. It all works 
due to the many talented volunteers 
who bring their time and expertise to 
our club. So, what lies behind the 
scenes of SOS sailing? 
 
We want safe boats.  There is a list 
of equipment and descriptive boat 
information which all skippers must fill 
out every year. Then, boats which 
meet club standards are "activated" 
which means they may participate in 
the next SOS sailing season. If a boat 
is found to be in unsafe condition, or 
to lack key equipment (such as a 
working head), it will be deactivated 
until the problem is resolved. 
 
We want competent skippers. SOS 
offers many training events for both 
crew and skippers.  There is also a 
skippers’ chat forum, where all 
skippers exchange information about 
sailing topics including maintenance, 
navigation issues, and best boat 
service companies to use. Skippers 
have many opportunities to improve 
their knowledge and skills through 
SOS activities. 
 
SOS First Mates.   Our First Mate 
program is not found in many other 
sailing clubs. First Mates are 
available to help new skippers 
navigate the club's rafting 
procedures, and may be requested 
by any skipper who needs another 
experienced hand.  They may be 
asked to assist an injured skipper,  
 
 

 
return a boat to its marina in case of 
emergency, or help inexperienced 
crew learn basic skills. First mates 
are an important component of our 
club's safety net. 
 
We want smooth and safe 
cruises.    Behind the scenes, a 
veritable army of coordinators make 
SOS cruises happen. Every SOS 
cruise has a coordinator. This person 
sorts the available crew and suggests 
to the registered skippers, those who 
would be a good fit for their boats. 
Our coordinators receive training and 
mentoring...it’s a complicated job! 
And, their job is not done until the 
"gossip" sheet is sent to all skippers 
along with the location of the raft or 
marina, the raft captains contact 
number and a reminder to check in at 
1:00. Not much is left to chance here! 
 
We want fun parties.   Some of our 
cruises end at a marina with a fun 
party. These parties also have a 
coordinator who reserves the venue, 
arranges for boat slips, plans for food 
and drink, and gathers a team to run 
the event. The parties and cruises are 
advertised via creative email blasts 
and members sign up on the club 
web site.  
 
We want day sails too.   These 
might sound easy, but the day sail 
coordinators work hard to get enough 
boats on which to place eager 
crew.  They deal with last minute 
changes, weather issues, etc etc. Not 
a job for the faint of heart! 
 
This article has only addressed part 
of what makes our sailing programs 
work.  Next up will be rafting and crew 
skills. 
 
Meanwhile the sailing season has 
begun, our boats are being launched, 
and the first marina party is just 
ahead. Get out there and enjoy!

Cruising Corner: Time to Go Sailing! 
 

SOS has four Day Sails and three Week-end 
sails planned for the month of June.  New and 
rusty members may like to know a little about 
what goes on behind the scenes to make these 
sails successful.   
 
First crew and skippers sign up to 
indicated they wish to sail.  In the 
comment sections crew and 
skippers may indicate people they 
do not wish to sail with, special 
circumstances (such as a broken 
finger), and other useful 
information (such as the fact you 
are vegetarian).  
 
Then Coordinators offer crew to 
skippers taking many things into account. They 
try to balance crew skills, consider how far 
crew must travel to a boat, honor skipper and 
crew requests (such as COVID vaccinations), 
consider carpool arrangements and order of 
sign-up. A lot of work goes into the preparation 
for each cruise, mostly by the Coordinator. 
Please be nice to the Coordinators who work 
so hard.  
 
Skippers will reach out to crew to extend an 
invitation to sail, and crew should respond 
ASAP to accept or decline.  Then a person 
designated by the Skipper will contact all crew 
to arrange for food provisions. If a crew 
member must cancel at last minute, they are 
still responsible for getting their assigned food 
to the boat! 
 
Skippers, the only thing that is constant is 
change. If you believe you are not going to sail 
either due to the weather, boat issues, 
distance, or any other reason, the Coordinator 
needs to know sooner rather than later.  
 
As an example: "Joe Skipper" decides to 
cancel but did so after being offered crew to 
invite for the weekend. Among his crew were  
 

 
one of the first people to sign up for the event, 
and two  others  who  signed  up later. MAYBE  
these three folks will get a berth on another 
boat, MAYBE NOT. A skipper can cancel for 
any reason but should do so as early as 
possible so that his or her crew may be offered 

to another skipper. Just as you can 
decline crew offered to you, crew 
can decline your invitation if they 
don't want to sail with you, or if they 
believe that you routinely cancel 
and leave crew ashore. 
 
Skippers should contact crew as 
early as possible and decide if the 
crew offered is adequate and 
skilled for the sailing conditions. If 

you are going to turn down crew, please do so 
early. If you consistently turn down crew or 
cancel, you may eventually find yourself at the 
bottom of the list when coordinators assemble 
crew.  So go meet new members, try out new 
crew, but above all go sailing!
