TAKING STOCK

It is now almost
two years since
SOS, along with
most of the
world, was
plunged into the
Corona Virus
nightmare. When | took
the helm in November of 2019, all was
well. The club was in a stable situation. By
end of February, when | returned from the
Bahamas, rumors were circulating about
a strange disease, and at the Nassau
airport, officials were asking if we had just
been to China!

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View the Documentary of Sailing to Salvation: COVID VACCINATION
The Valhalla Sailing Project doing their part to prevent Veteran suicide. REQUIRED AT
SOS EVENTS

A little over 5 years ago, Mike
Wood, a former Marine, and Jay
McGinnis, a former U.S. Army
Special Forces medic and retired
medical officer, were sharing with
each other the challenges they faced
transitioning from active duty to civilian
life. During that conversation each
revealed the important role sailing had
played in their ability to successfully
manage that transition experience.
From that discussion, the Valhalla
Sailing Project was born. Mike and Jay
will share with us their personal stories
and provide a screening of the pilot
documentary, “Sailing to Salvation”.

Many veterans who have left active
duty describe experiencing a lack of
camaraderie and a lost sense of
belonging in their civilian lives. The
founders of this program know from
first-hand experience that participating
as a member of a sailing crew offers a
pathway to restore that sense of
belonging and is supportive of the
development of individual resilience.

The producers of “Sailing to
Salvation” at  True  North
Productions have captured the
stories of the founders and two
participants and woven together the
powerful emotions surrounding their
service and their experiences with
sailing in a pilot documentary entitled
“Sailing to Salvation.”

An Annapolis based, veteran owned
501(c)3, the Valhalla Sailing Project is
dedicated to confronting the issues of
veteran suicide and post-traumatic
stress through the sport of sailing.
Together with the Eastport Yacht Club,
they offer 2-day introductory clinics free
of charge to any veteran who wants to
learn about the sport of sailing. In
addition to the introductory clinics, they
also offer veterans the opportunity to
explore competitive sailing on the
organization’s J-35 and J-80. For
those less interested in racing but still
interested in sailing, they also offer
day-sailing and pleasure cruising
opportunities aboard the J35 or a Swan
44,

All participants attending
SOS indoor events must
provide evidence of
COVID vaccination upon
request during the period
November 1 - April 15 as
well as comply with the
requirements of a specific
venue then in effect.
