The Down East Loop 

 
Please join us for an 
exciting presentation by 
SOS members Harry & 
Katie Keith as they share 
their adventures this past 
summer on the Down East 
Loop. They will discuss trip 
planning, boat prep, 
provisioning, marinas,
